EBA WAGES

ON-SITE EBA ALLOWANCES 01-03-2024

Allowance rates are contained in Appendix M and the Allowances Clause of the EBA. 
These rates apply under 2024-2027 CFMEU Enterprise Agreements (EBAs) and are correct at 1/3/2024.

Multi-storey Allowance

Leading Hands Allowance (CW3 Trades Supervising Trades; for other rates see CFMEU)

In charge of one person $0.65 per hour 6 – 10 people $1.83 per hour

2 – 5 persons $1.44 per hour 11 or more people $2.46 per hour

Other Provisions

Own Vehicle allowance Where an employer requests a worker to transfer from 
one site to another site during working hours with his or 
her own vehicle.

$0.95 per kilometre

Where a worker uses his or her own car to travel to a job 
outside the required work boundaries.

$0.57 per kilometre

Service Core Allowance

$1.75 per hour For all work carried out in construction of service core. For a period of up to five 
working days, when Employees working in the service core are required to walk 
beyond four levels and up to a maximum of six levels, they will be paid double  
the Service Core Allowance.

Altona Area Allowance

$1.55 per hour (all purpose) For employees within an 8 km radius from the intersection of Kororoit Creek Road 
and Millers Road, Altona when employed on chemical or petrochemical plants or on 
industrial construction jobs within 1 km of the nearest part of the perimeter of such 
plants or within the perimeter of storage tank farms.
